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The World Data Centre for Greenhouse Gases (WDCGG) is one of the World Data 
Centres(WDCs) under the Global Atmosphere Watch(GAW) programme. It serves to gather, 
archive and provide data on greenhouse gases (CO2, CH4, CFCs, N2O, etc.) and related 
gases (CO, etc.) mainly in the atmosphere, as measured under GAW and other programmes. 

An ongoing reform of the services in the WDCGG (http://ds.data.jma.go.jp/gmd/wdcgg/),  in 
consultation with the data providers and users, is in progress, to be shifted to the new WDCGG 
website (https://gaw.kishou.go.jp/). This website is open only to the data providers of GHG 
(including CO) data/metadata for data submission, and will be open to all users after  this 
October when some operation tests concerning security checks will be accomplished. 

To serve better as a bridge between data contributors and users, improvement and 
stabilization of our services such as the new way of data/metadata submission are presented 
and discussed. 
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
